Rule C2.4  While Gybing

Question

Yellow gybes and continues luffing on starboard tack, but her mainsail never fills. Is Yellow
required to keep clear of Blue under rule C2.4 (13.2), even after she gets to a close-hauled
course?

Answer
Yes.
The term “a boat sailing downwind’ in rule C2.4 (13.2) indicates a condition for when the rule

begins to apply. The boat subject to this rule shall keep clear of other boats until her mainsail
fills, irrespective of heading.
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
