Rule 21.3  Moving Astern  
 
 
Question 1 
Is a boat moving astern when she is moving astern through the water or over the 
ground? 
 
Answer 1 
Through the water. 
 
Question 2 
Does rule 21.3 apply if Yellow: 

 

(a)  begins moving astern by backing her sail? 
(b)  begins moving astern by backing her sail but then later releases her sail? 
(c)  begins moving astern without backing her sail, but then later backs her 

sail? 
 
Answer 2 
If during the time when a boat begins moving astern until she stops moving astern 
she backs her sail, rule 21.3 applies from the moment the sail is backed until the 
boat stops moving astern. Rule 21.3 applies no matter how brief the sail is backed or 
how little the backed sail contributes to the movement astern.  
 
Question 3 
Yellow is moving forward and backs her sail. She stops backing the sail before the 
boat begins to move astern. Thereafter, Yellow begins to move astern through the 
water without any further backing of her sails. Does rule 21.3 apply? 
 
Answer 3 
No. See answer 2.  
 
Question 4 
Yellow is moving astern and backs her jib to keep her bow head to wind. Does rule 
21.3 apply? 
 
Answer 4 
The reason for backing a sail is irrelevant in determining if rule 21.3 applies. If, 
when backing the sail for any reason, Yellow is moving astern, or begins moving 
astern, rule 21.3 applies.

Question 1 

At a close downwind finish, Yellow eases her spinnaker halyard, sheet and guy so 
that the sail is further ahead of her bow than normally. When does she finish? What 
action should the umpires take? 
 

Answer 1 

Yellow finishes when her bow crosses the line. The definition Finish makes it clear 
that as the spinnaker is not in normal position it cannot be considered for the 
purpose of finishing. 

Judging the finish is solely a matter for the race committee. However, if the umpires 
see the halyard eased they may advise the race committee, since the umpires may be 
in a better position to see the spinnaker before the boat crosses the finishing line. 
The same reasoning would apply when two boats approach a leeward mark and 
there is a question about whether they are overlapped. 

 

Question 2 

Would the answer be different if Yellow was in the process of taking down the 
spinnaker? 

Answer 2 

No. A spinnaker in the process of being set or taken down is not ‘equipment in 
normal position’ in the context of the definitions where this term is used.

Yellow enters the zone clear ahead of Blue. Both boats tack and continue to round 
the mark. Blue becomes overlapped inside Yellow. Both boats Y-flag, what should 
the call be? 

 
Answer 1 
  

When Yellow enters the zone, rule 18.2(b) applies until Yellow passes head to 
wind. When Yellow becomes overlapped to windward and on the inside of Blue in 
position 3, mark-room includes room for Yellow to tack. After she has been given 
room to tack, 18.2(b) ceases to apply. From the moment Blue becomes overlapped 
inside Yellow, rule 18.2(a) applies. 
 
Rule 18.2(e) applies and Yellow is only required to give mark-room provided she 
has been able to do so from the time the overlap began. Since Yellow is unable to 
give mark-room, she is not required to give it. 
 
If the overlap was created by Blue bearing away, then rule 15 applies and Blue must 
initially give Yellow room to keep clear. If Yellow is unable to keep clear, penalize 
Blue.

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If the overlap was created by Yellow bearing away, Blue acquires right of way, at 
least in part, through Yellow’s actions. Therefore the second part of rule 15 applies, 
so Blue does not have to give Yellow room to keep clear. Penalize Yellow.

Question 1 

Yellow on starboard tack and Blue on port tack, both close-hauled, are approaching 
the windward mark. Blue bears away and passes astern of Yellow. Yellow luffs 
slowly and nearly stops head to wind with the mark abeam. While Yellow is luffing 
Blue tacks to starboard and bears away towards the mark. Yellow does not give 
room at the mark, and Blue luffs to avoid a collision. There is a Y-flag from Blue. 
What should the call be? 

Answer 1  

When Yellow enters the zone the boats are on opposite tacks on a beat to windward. 
Therefore, rule 18 does not apply. When Blue has passed head-to-wind, the boats 
are overlapped on the same tack and are both in the zone. Therefore, rule 18 applies. 
There was neither an overlap nor were they clear ahead/clear astern when the first of 
the two boats entered the zone. Rule 18.2(a) and 18.2(e) apply and this requires 
Yellow to give Blue as an inside boat mark-room, provided she has been able to do 
so from the time the overlap began.  
If Yellow is unable to give Blue mark-room, rule 18.2(e) applies. Display the green 
and white flag. 
If Yellow is able to give mark-room to Blue, but fails to give mark-room, she breaks 
rule 18.2(a). Penalize Yellow.

Would the answer be different if Blue completes her tack outside the zone?

Yellow and Blue are sailing downwind with Yellow overlapped to windward of 
Blue. Rule 17 does not apply. Both boats are sailing well above what the umpires 
consider a proper course. Yellow is keeping clear. Green, a boat in another match, is 
sailing lower and slower than Blue and Yellow. 
 
Yellow establishes an overlap on Green from clear astern. Because Yellow is 
between Green and Blue, all three boats now become overlapped. Blue continues to 
sail what the umpires consider to be above her proper course. 
 
Green luffs to avoid Yellow and displays a Y-flag. What should the call be? 

 
Answer 1 

When the overlap is established (by Yellow) Blue is more than two of her hull 
lengths from Green and therefore has no proper course restriction. Yellow is sailing 
a proper course to keep clear of Blue. No rule is broken. Display the green and 
white flag.

Question 1 

Yellow and Blue enter the zone of the leeward mark overlapped with Blue as the 
inside right-of-way boat. Rule 17 does not apply, however, as proper course at the 
mark includes a gybe, rule 18.4 applies to Blue.   
Because of strong current and light wind, Blue’s proper course would take her 
outside the zone before she gybes and heads back to the mark. When Blue reaches 
the point where her proper course is to gybe, both boats are outside the zone. 
Is Blue still required by rule 18.4 to gybe at that moment? (Position 3) 
 

Answer 1 

No. When both boats have left the zone rule 18, including rule 18.4, no longer 
applies and therefore Blue is no longer required by rule 18.4 to gybe.   
 

Question 2 

Would the answer be the same if rule 17 applied to Blue? 
 

Answer 2 

No, rule 17 is not dependant on whether or not rule 18 applies. When rule 17 applies 
it requires Blue to not sail above her proper course, so in this situation she must 
gybe when her proper course is to gybe even though both boats are outside the zone.

Question 

Blue and Yellow approach the windward mark on starboard tack with Yellow 
overlapped on the inside of Blue at the zone. After passing the port tack lay-line 
both boats luff head to wind, at position 3 Blue has given Yellow enough room tack. 
Both boats continue forward with the gauge between the boats reducing until, before 
leaving the zone, Yellow passes head to wind. There is contact as Yellow’s stern 
swings. Both boats Y-flag. What should the call be? 

Answer 

Penalize Yellow. 
Blue is right-of-way outside boat when she reaches the zone and must give Yellow 
mark-room. Mark-room includes room to sail to the mark and then room to sail a 
proper course while at the mark. Mark-room also includes room to tack as Yellow is 
overlapped to windward and on the inside of Blue.  
Blue complied with rule 18.2(b) by giving Yellow room to tack at position 3. When 
Yellow chose not to tack and continued past the mark; she was now neither sailing 
to the mark nor sailing her proper course at the mark.  
At position 5 while Yellow was subject to rule 13 she did not keep clear of Blue, 
Yellow cannot be exonerated under rule 18.5(a) or (b) for breaking rule 13. 
If, at position 3, Blue did not give Yellow room to tack and there was a Y-flag, 
penalize Blue for breaking rule 18.2(b) and exonerate Yellow under rule 18.5 for 
breaking rule 13.

Question  
 

Blue has an outstanding penalty. Blue enters the zone of the finishing mark clear 
ahead of Yellow, and never thereafter leaves the zone. Shortly after position 3 
Yellow establishes an inside overlap on Blue. Blue gybes to port and then closes the 
gap between the boats by heading up and aiming directly at the finishing flag on the 
race committee boat. 
 
There is contact between Blue and Yellow, with no damage. There is a Y-flag. What 
should the call be? 
 
Answer   
 

Penalize Blue.  
 
Blue was clear ahead when she reached the zone and rule 18.2(b) began to apply. 
From position 1 and throughout the incident, Blue is at the mark. Rule 18.2(b) 
requires that Yellow thereafter gives Blue mark-room. When at the mark, mark-
room for a boat is room to sail her proper course at the mark. Blue’s proper course 
at the mark is the course she would have sailed if she had not had an outstanding 
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CALL MR 40 
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penalty to finish as soon as possible in the absence of Yellow. Initially, Yellow 
keeps clear and gives Blue mark-room.  
 
After Yellow becomes overlapped and gains right of way, she continues to give 
Blue room to sail her proper course.  
 
Gybing in this situation may have been a proper course for Blue at that time, 
however, after Blue gybes to port, the umpires are certain she luffs above her proper 
course and fails to keep clear of Yellow. Neither rule 18.2(b) nor the definition 
mark-room requires Blue to sail her proper course while at the mark, however, if she 
does not, rule 18.5 would not apply and Blue would not be exonerated for her 
breach of rule 10. 
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
